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Mud, grass and food coloring, oh my!
Your 3 worst spring stains solved.


Don’t let spring stains get you down. We’ll tell you how to remove food coloring or egg dye, mud and grass from your clothing. All you’ll need is detergent, bleach and a stain fighter. We prefer Shout® Liquid because of its powerful triple-acting formula!

Before you get started, check the clothing label to make sure it’s not dry-clean only and to ensure it’s considered colorfast washable. If you need to retreat, do so before putting clothes in the dryer as heat can set the stain.

With that in mind, here’s how to remove those pesky spots from your favorite apparel.

Food Coloring:

 To remove food coloring, pre-treat the stain with a heavy-duty liquid detergent and wash. If the stain persists, soak the item in a diluted solution of all-fabric bleach (assuming it’s safe for your clothing) and water. Try ¼ cup all-fabric bleach to one gallon of cool water and soak for 30 minutes. Rinse and wash.

Mud:

 Pre-treat the stain with Shout® Liquid and be sure to rub it in for deep penetration. For a dry stain, wait 1–5 minutes before washing or let the product set overnight for tougher stains. Wash with the warmest water your fabric allows.

Grass:

 Pre-treat the stain, using Shout® Liquid Wait 1–5 minutes before washing in the warmest water your clothing allows. If the stain persists, treat again and let the product set overnight or longer before washing.
